The Statute for International Comic Contest

Draw your freedom. Draw your solidarity

Festival of Solidarity 2009

1. Organizer of Contest is European Solidarity Center. 

2. Aim of the contest is to choose the Best Works in two categories: comic of maximum content of 4 boards making the full story and satirical cartoon. 

3. The pool of prize money is 19 000 PLN gross ( approx. 4095 Euro*), divided as shown:

- First prize for a comic: 8 000 PLN gross (approx. 1724 Euro*)

- Second prize for a comic: 5 000 PLN gross ( approx. 1077 Euro*)

- Eight awards for comic: 500 PLN gross (approx.  107 Euro*)

- First prize for satirical cartoon: 2 000 PLN gross (approx. 431 Euro*)

* according to rate 1 Euro=4,64 PLN (Tabela kursów nr 56/A/NBP/2009 z dnia 2009-03-20). 

4. The contest starts 1st April 2009 and finishes 30th June 2009. The Works are to be sent till 30th June 2009. 

5. Results will be announced 9th June 2009.

6. The contest is open and everyone can take part in it. In case of underage contestants the written permission of parents or caretakers is needed, and the prize will be given to parents or caretakers hands.

7. The technique of work is free to choose.

8. The amount of works sent by partaker is unrestricted.

9. The official website of project is www.ecs.gda.pl/comix.

10. We expect originals or prints treated as originals in case of computer technique. Additionally we ask for an electronic version on CD (TIFF format, CMYK color standard, 300 DPI definition)

11. Works are to be sent to:

12. The works should be signed on the back with word-symbol (being any word) that is going to replace the real name. The same word-symbol should be written on a separate envelope that will contain personal data (name, surname, correspondence address, phone number, e-mail address) and short information about partaker (date of birth, former publications and other important information). The envelope should be sealed and sent with contest works. 

13. The choice of the winner will be made by a committee in the frame of:

• dr hab. Jerzy Szyłak (Lecturer in University of Gdańsk, Comic critic)

• Karol Konwerski (Comic publisher)  

• Szymon Holcman (Kultura Gniewu Publishing) 

• The representative of European Solidarity Center 

• Tomasz Dziemianczuk (Contest coordinator/Kulturalny Kolektyw Uniwersytetu Gdańskiego)

 Organizer may change the above mentioned frame.

14. The decision of the committee is definite and there is no appeal from it. The verdict will be announced on the website www.ecs.gda.pl/comix

15. All winners will sign legal contracts concerning copyright. 

16. Originals of works will be given back in the main office of European Solidarity Center within one month from the end of Festival. On partaker request the work can be sent to the given address. The partaker is obliged to cover the cost of sending.

17. Wining the contest is understood as agreement to unpaid print of the work in festival publication which will be an anthology of contest works, use of the work on promoting materials and on the exhibitions prepared for Festival of Solidarity 2009.

18. Partakers declare that sent works are the result of their individual work, have no legal flaws and do not harm the rights of other individuals. 

19. All matters not included in this Statute are solved by contest committee. Organizer may cancel the contest in any time.

20. Sending the work to the contest means an acceptance of this Statute.
